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Jesus is the Messiah you’d never expect. The disciples became increasingly aware that Jesus was
indeed their long-expected Messiah, but others were not so sure. The key word in John’s gospel is
used ninety-eight times; BELIEVE. John the gospel writer wrote so “that you may believe that Jesus

is the Christ, the Son of God, and that believing, you may have life in His name” (John 20:31). John
wanted to stress the necessity of an active trust in Jesus, the Son of God. Do you trust Him today?

SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

Today is the second Sunday of Lent. Lent marks the 40 days leading
up to Easter weekend and has historically been a time in the Church to
prepare for the reality that Christ died on the cross for our sins and
was resurrected from the grave for our salvation. In this season of
reflection, we want to journey with Jesus to the cross as we orient our
hearts, minds and habits to focus towards Him.
