Project Phillip is a Bible study by
correspondence course for people in prison
and was founded in the Chino Valley in  1971.
Volunteers meet weekly to prepare and
correct lessons for mailing. There are a total
of 59 studies and if an inmate completes
every course, they will have completed a 3-
year journey in the Bible and will earn a
certificate. Over the years there has been
324 students who have completed the
course. The ministry grows by inmates or
friends and family referring other inmates to
join. We are inspired by the encouraging
testimonies written by students every week.
