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Forever Grace = God seals his people with his Holy Spirit so that they are preserved and persevere in
faith until the final restoration of God’s kingdom on the earth.

All is Grace From Beginning to End:

1. The Father plans our salvation to the end. ...being confident of this, that he who began a good
work in you will carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus. Philippians 1:6

2. The Son promises to carry out our salvation to the end. And let us run with perseverance the
race marked out for us, 2fixing our eyes on Jesus, the pioneer and perfecter of faith. For the joy set
before him he endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of
God. Hebrews 12:1b-2

3. The Spirit guarantees our salvation to the end. Now it is God who makes both us and you
stand firm in Christ. He anointed us, % set his seal of ownership on us, and put his Spirit in our hearts
as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come. 2 Corinthians 1:22

Assurance of your Salvation:
