Four Types of Love: 
 
Storge – The love of family 
 
Philia – The bond between friends 
 
Eros – Romantic, passionate love 
 
Agape – Active, empathetic, unconditional love 
 

 
When We Love as Jesus Loves We Are: 
 
1.                                           – My command is this: Love each other as I have loved you. 13 Greater love has 
no one than this: to lay down one’s life for one’s friends. John 15:12-13 
 
 
2.                                          – Simon Peter asked him, “Lord, where are you going?” Jesus replied, “Where I 
am going, you cannot follow now, but you will follow later.” 37 Peter asked, “Lord, why can’t I follow you now? I 
will lay down my life for you.” 38 Then Jesus answered, “Will you really lay down your life for me? Very truly I 
tell you, before the rooster crows, you will disown me three times!  John 13:36-38 
 
 
3.                                        – At that time the disciples came to Jesus and asked, “Who, then, is the greatest 
in the kingdom of heaven?” 2 He called a little child to him, and placed the child among them. 3 And he 
said: “Truly I tell you, unless you change and become like little children, you will never enter the kingdom of 
heaven. 4 Therefore, whoever takes the lowly position of this child is the greatest in the kingdom of 
heaven. 5 And whoever welcomes one such child in my name welcomes me.  Matthew 18:1-5 
 
 
4.                                         – When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were 

harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd.  Matthew 9:36 
 
 
5.                              – Jesus looked at him and loved him. “One thing you lack,” he said. “Go, sell everything 
you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow me.” 22 At this the 
man’s face fell. He went away sad, because he had great wealth.  Mark 10:21-22
